Consultation on admission arrangements for St David’s CofE Primary School, for the year 

2026/2027  

  
  

Prior to joining the Diocese of Gloucester Academies Trust (DGAT), the governing board of St David’s 
CofE Primary School had responsibility for determining the school’s admissions arrangements. On 

joining DGAT this responsibility transferred to the Trust Board. Acting in its role as admission authority 
of the school the Trust Board now requires the school to adopt the Trust’s admissions policy.  The 

Trust Board is currently determining proposed admission arrangements for admissions to the school 
in September 2026.  As determined by the School Admissions Code, the Trust is required to consult 

on these arrangements and invites comments on the proposed changes.
